In the old days when hunters would take their scent hounds out to hunt and game would appear they would yell,
ATally Hoo which told the dogs to come this way | seen
for the beagle, since then the breed has changed as what you see today. They come in any true hound color and typi-
cally are between 13 to 15 inches from the top of the shoulders to the ground while standing.

This breed is not without any health concerns. They are known to have seizure disorders, hypothyroidism, aller-
gies, hip dysplasia, and intervertebral disc disease.
